Electronic Device, including Cell Phones, Procedures for Bayfield High School
The following applies to ALL electronic devices.

1. A student may bring an electronic device/cell phone to school but the electronic device/cell phone must be switched off and not used during the lesson time, tutor time, assembly time or between classes during the day.  If parents / caregivers need to contact a student at any of these times, a message can be left with the school, to be posted on the student notice board for collection. In an emergency your student will be contacted directly.
2. Where a student fails to comply with the above, the electronic device/cell phone may be confiscated for a period of up to five days and kept securely in the school safe.  Students who refuse to surrender their electronic device/cell phone to a staff member will be withdrawn from all classes until a meeting is held with parents at school.  The school reserves the right to ban non compliant students from bringing the electronic device/cell phone to school for the duration of the year.

3. If an electronic device/cell phone is confiscated on more than three occasions during the school term then the student may forfeit the right to bring it to school for the rest of the year.

4. A cell phone may only be used before school, at interval, at lunchtime and after school.

5. An electronic device/cell phone must not be lent to any other student during the school day.

6. Electronic device/cell phone camera or video functions are not to be used during lesson time, tutor time, assembly time or between and will result in confiscation. 

7. Downloading or uploading of inappropriate material to the internet, of any nature relating to the school or students will result in confiscation and an appropriate course of action.

8. Any misuse of an electronic device/cell phone at school, such as to harass, intimidate, threaten or abuse other persons, or to photograph and / or video other persons without their permission, will result in parents being contacted.  The school reserves the right to ban a student from bringing an electronic device/cell phone to school in the event of such misuse and regards this as a very serious offence.  The school also reserves the right to contact the Police if a message threatens harm to the victim.

9. While the school undertakes to provide reasonable security for valuables in particular situations, it accepts no liability for an electronic device/cell phone which goes missing during the school day from a student’s possession.
